Emperor Galerius Maximian in 305 appointed Demet
proconsul of the district of Thessalonica, ordering him tc
Christians there. Accepting the appointment, instead De
taught the Christian Faith openly to the inhabitants of t
and overthrew pagan customs and the worship of idols.

The emperor was infuriated by this opposition and led

to massacre the Christians of Thessalonica. Saint D
boldly confessed the Christian Faith and was imprisonec
spectacle, and, at dawn on October 26, martyred by the
hundreds of soldiers.
